GLR Annual Meeting: Sunday, April 26, 2009 
 Ritz-Carlton Hotel, Dearborn, Michigan 
  
Region Director Kris Kyles called the meeting to order at 4:27 p.m. with the reading of the 
Mission Statement of the EGA. Chapter representatives received a printed packet with last 
meeting’s minutes, and officer and committee reports. 
 
Credentials: Credentials chair Myrtis Justiniano received credentials from thirty-one chap-
ters, representing a quorum. 
 
Treasurer: A complete financial report will be published in the June newsletter. Marlene 
Schmidtke reported a total of $63,860.87 in our account. The Putnam funds hold $31,111.56 
and the checking account has $12,749.31. 
 
Director:  Kris announced that Mary Crosset has resigned as Assistant Director. The Execu-
tive Committee has appointed Corinne Clift to fill out Mary’s term. Other items of note in 
Kris’s report: EGA will host National Seminar in Louisville every five years, based on the 
success of the 2008 seminar held there. Newsletters are to be submitted to Suzanne Kaye, 
EGA reviewer. Newsletters, minutes and bylaws should be submitted to Kris. 
 
Assistant Director: The fall meeting will be a discussion forum on updating the Region 
Seminar Guidelines. 
 
Newsletter: Editor Karen Kyles reported most newsletters are now sent via email, represent-
ing about seventy-five percent in savings. 
 
Education: Everyone was encouraged to continue working on ideas for Pandora’s Box. 
 
Correspondence Courses: Pat Esterline’s report and class offerings for 2010 are in the 
packet. This year there are 57 participants enrolled in six different classes. Pieces are due for 
evaluation by November 15, 2009. Registration for 2010 is due November 1, 2009. 
 
Community Outreach: Barb Fleming thanked those who have sent reports. Reports with 
photos may be sent electronically. 
 
Merchandising/Fundraising: Chair Patti Crowley thanked the chapters for their generous 
contributions of baskets for the Tea Cup Auction. She also displayed the portfolios that will 
be for sale at Merchandise Night. 
 
Historian:  Chair Betty Clyde’s report stands as printed. 
 
State Liaisons: Reports from the state liaisons are included in the packet. A new liaison for 
Ohio is needed to fill the vacancy left by Assistant Director Corinne Clift. Windy City chap-
ter will host the Illinois State Day on September 19. Indiana State Day will be held in Mun-
ster, Indiana. White Pine Chapter is hosting Michigan’s State Day. Green Bay will host State 
Day 2009 and Madison will host State Day 2010 in Wisconsin. 
 
Webmaster: Marjo van Patten reported that all chapters have an email contact online. Semi-
nar 2010 information has been posted, selected chapter newsletters have been posted and 
new web pages such as the GLR Gallery, and Web Wanderings which may be copied in 
Chapter newsletters have been added to the GLR website.

Director: Corinne Clift; Assistant Director: Terry Butz; Secretary: Wendy Moore; Treasurer, Pat 
Esterline; National Nominating Committee Representative, Kris Kyles; GLR Nominat-
ing Committee: Linda Busalacchi, Patti Crowley, Jan Dunmeyer, Jane Farber, Joyce 
Kinnally, Melba McGuire and Sally Svoboda. The election will be held at the Fall 2009 
meeting with installations following at the Spring 2010 annual meeting. 
 
Seminar Coordinator: Sandi Nicolai will be making contacts in search of a host for 
Seminar 2013. At the Fall 2009 meeting, there will be a discussion forum concerning 
the guidelines and policies of GLR Seminars. Sandy moved the acceptance of the Town

2010 will be held April 21-25, 2010, in Fort Wayne, Indiana. They extended thanks for 
the blue threads that were donated, and requested large-size Ice Breaker containers be 
brought to the fall meeting. 
Seminar 2011: Carmen Heare extended an invitation to Seminar 2011 in Cuyahoga 
Falls, Ohio, April 3-7. 
 
Old Business  
Bylaws: As discussed at the Board meeting, bylaws language will be updated and sub-
mitted for review to EGA. The revisions will be distributed to the chapters via standard 
mail and will be voted on at the Fall 2009 meeting. In order to adopt the revised bylaws, 
two-thirds of the chapters are required to establish a quorum. 
 
New Business 
Consideration of selecting the same bank so accounts can transfer more easily within 
the system when officers change will be among the discussion points at the fall meeting. 
EGA has adopted this system for the general and seminar accounts.

To that end, the GLR underwrites the cost of a selected group of classes 
each year that will allow chapter members to pursue their interests without having to form a group from their home chapter. The GLR CC 
Coordinator serves as the liaison between the class participants and the designer/teachers. You will not have a local group leader and you 
will be stitching on your own. 
 
Many exciting new classes are being offered for 2010 as well as some outstanding perennials. Many techniques and all skill levels are 
represented. For details regarding course content and the approximate cost of supplies, please refer to the Correspondence Course section 
of the 2009-2010 Education Catalog attached to your December 2008 NeedleArts magazine. 
 
Registration deadline is November 1, 2009. Send the registration form below to the GLR CC Coordinator who will order and distribute 
instruction materials, and remind you of deadlines to submit your work for teacher evaluation. The deadline to submit pieces for class 
evaluations will be October 15, 2010. The Coordinator receives and sorts the work, sends the pieces to the course instructor, receives them 
back from the teacher with critiques, repacks them and returns them to you. The cost includes the course fee, instruction materials, and 
postage with delivery confirmation. You will receive your manuals in late January or early February, 2010. You are responsible for pur-
chasing your own supplies.
